Again we draw your attention to our Chichewa/ Chimg Dictionary Project. The dictionary
has 730 pages and offers more than 35,000 entie€inglish (CE) and from English (EC).
It is the only book of its kind. As such it is amdispensable tool for communication and
education in the countries of Africa where the CaeNyanja language plays a dominant role
in speaking, listening, writing and reading. In Bal Chichewa is the main language, so it is
in the Eastern Province of Zambia. However, Chichésvalso used in parts of Mozambique,
Tanzania, Zimbabwe and South Africa. More than 20an Africans use this language as a
vehicle for daily communication. Besides, in thieabitats there are many expatriates who
struggle with the language barrier. All of themyiéans and foreigners, live in situations of
learning and transcultural contacts. That is wieytheed this dictionary!

We found money for the printing of 15,000 copisd we are in the process of raising funds
for another print of 15,000 copies. Our main aimthat schools be provided with the
dictionary, i.e. school libraries, teachers andilgughe pictures show how books have been
given freely to school leaders for handing outhteirt colleagues and pupils. In most cases the
new CE-EC books replace the older separate CE @npr&decessors that were distributed in
the past and have become obsolete.

Free distribution to schools requires support bwider circle of donors and buyers. The
project is being financed in the following ways.
